• A minimum of 120 hours must be completed with a cumulative CU grade point average of 2.0; at least 45 of these hours must be at the 

upper-division level (courses numbered 3000-4999).   

• The Human Services major requires a minimum of 36 hours with a grade point average of 2.0, and at least 18 of the hours must be at the 

upper-division level (courses numbered 3000-4999). Students must also complete an 18 hour emphasis. Students choosing the Substance 

Use and Recovery emphasis will need to complete a total of 123 hours for the degree program.
