Students who have not completed two years of the same world language in high school or have equivalent AP, IB, or CLEP
scores are encouraged to take a World Language course 1012, 2011, or 2012 at the community college. World Language credits will fulfill general
electives toward the degree, or can apply to a minor. An exemption will be granted to those who complete an Associate’s degree prior to their first
semester of enrollment at UCCS.
